Learning and Teaching Strategies: 

This module combines the technical aspects of drawing with theoretical aspects of Fine Art 
practice. In this way, students will learn both how to achieve technical accuracy whilst devel-
oping an understanding that drawing is not entirely defined by the boundaries of mimicry. A 
variety of media will be tested alongside occasional collaborative exercises to encourage a 
group dynamic. Students will also be required to maintain their progression outside of the 
classes and share their work in the proceeding session.  

 
Syllabus outline: 

Following on from skills developed in Drawing 1, students will learn more about different tech-
nical principles of drawing and learn to apply this within their still life drawing each week. A 
Fine Art theory will also be included to allow for both technique and theory to develop in 
unison. There will be a time of discussion at the beginning to allow for group bonding and 
sharing of the previous weeks’ homework. This will be followed by practical exercises and 
more detailed skill sessions in theory. Students will be introduced to the following: 
 
• A range of technical principles including perspective, composition, tone and form. 
• A variety of mediums and their appropriate application. 
• Critical analysis of their work and others to inform their practice.
